ALSO PRESENT:   Bill Angerman – WHKS, Glenn Gustafson – WHKS, Craig Britton – Widseth, Reese Sudtelgte – ISG, and Lisa Redenpenning – Goodhue City Administrator.
ADOPT AGENDA:   Buck motioned to approve, seconded by Boulton.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA: Grudem motioned to approve, Seconded by Buck.  Consent Agenda Items include: June 26, 2024 Executive Committee Meeting Minutes, WHKS Invoices for $96,877.38, and July 9, 2024 Technical Committee Notes.  Passed 4-0-0.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Goodhue Mayor Terri Buck introduced Lisa Redenpenning – Goodhue City Administrator.  Mayor Buck plans to transition out of her position as Executive Committee Member at the end of December.  Lisa Redenpenning will take over as Goodhue’s Executive Committee Member at the beginning of 20205.
OLD BUSINESS:
Land Purchase Agreement – Working with Bob Vose of Kennedy & Graven on timing of recording and sale process.  Howard stated that there were questions regarding reimbursement for the land sale.  The Land Purchase agreement extension ends on September 12, 2024.  The land purchase should be scheduled before the extension ends.  Howard stated that a single audit will be required in the future for the project.  Howard stated that it was not clear who would pay and the process to pay for an audit.
Preliminary and Final Plat Public Hearing and Annexation – Annexation paperwork is being presented at Zumbrota Township meeting on 8/12.  Roger Ballstadt knows about the proposal and understands the annexation.  Angerman stated that the plats and annexation has been approved by the City of Zumbrota.  Working with County surveyor to finalize approval.  Angerman stated that the process is where we need to be.
Bonding Bill Update – Howard stated that Pine Island was receiving negative feedback from other governmental agencies such as Olmsted County, Lake Zumbro Improvement Association and surround townships toward sewer bypassing as part of June flooding.  Howard has been pushing Olmsted County to support the North Zumbro Sanitary Sewer District capital request (bonding) to construct the regional waste water treatment facility and collections system.  Angerman has spoken with Todd Osweiler, Environmental Analyst of Rochester Public Utilities regarding south fork of the Zumbro River.  400,000 gallons per day (20,000 cubic feet per second) flow through the dam.  Bypassing would be roughly 890 cubic feet per second, which would be inconsequential.  Howard asked what the lobbyist contract status is for 2025.  Grudem stated that the project has gone this far the past three years and $10 million.  Grudem said that we should see it through with help of a lobbyist.  Howard stated that there will be new legislators and committee assignments in the House of Representatives.  Boulton stated that lobbyist contract should start after the elections, maybe December 1st.
Website and Logo Update – Britton stated that there are no new updates for the North Zumbro Sanitary District website.  There is continuing work on putting content together.  No other updates on the log.  The North Zumbro Sanitary District letterhead and envelopes were previously approved.
Facility Plan MPCA Comments for Pine Island and Goodhue – Gustafson stated that the MPCA has provided Zumbrota and Wanamingo facility plan comments.  The engineers are putting together responses to the comments in the next week or two.  The responses to the Goodhue and Pine Island comments have been compiled and submitted to the MPCA.  Corey Hauer of the MPCA should approve the facilities plans within the next month.  Angerman stated that much of the information requested involves details and additional information.  Much of the comments are positive and not negative toward work to date.  Angerman stated that the next steps are working on the environmental review and piping routes for Wanamingo and Zumbrota.  Pine Island and Goodhue routes are straight forward while Wanamingo and Zumbrota require greater detail of consideration.
Angerman stated that only one more set of public hearings are required.  The last set is for the Environment Assessment Worksheet (EAW).

Howard requested assistance in processing the monthly invoices/payments with Public Facilities authority.  Howard thought that the Treasurer could help take on part of the processing of the payments as part of the duties.  Howard, Buck, and Redepenning will work on the transition toward the treasurer taking over the processing of monthly invoices/payments with the PFA.
